REPORT 
 
Background 
 
In August 2005 the then NSW Department of Infrastructure Planning and Natural 
Resources announced its package of NSW Planning reforms.   
 
They included: 

1. One LEP for each local governments area within 5 years 
2. Use of a standard LEP template or format 
3. Masterplans replaced by DCP's 
4. Minister enabled to prepare a LEP where the existing plan is repealed and 

the council refuses to make a new plan 
5. The minister to be able to appoint a planning administration to a Council 

to prepare the LEP if the council does not comply with the requirements of 
the stage repeal program 

6. In the future only one DCP will be allowed per LGA to cover the whole 
LGA 

7. All existing Masterplans to become DCPs under transitional provisions. 
 
Current Draft Legislation 
 
A package of legislative amendments was passed by the NSW Lower House on 
Thursday 9 March following a media release from the Minister's office dated 23 
February 2006. 
 
Justification 
 
Whilst the justification for the original package of planning reforms was to 
simplify the planning system by reducing the number of SEPPs , REPs, LEPs and 
DCPs which were clearly a result of the existing planning system and its 
administration by State and Local Government; the reforms released recently are 
targeted at and critical of Local Government. 
 
23 February 2006:- 
"New planning reforms will be introduced within NSW Parliament next week to 
deal with poorly performing and slow coach councils and unfair local levies. 
 
"Planning Minister Frank Sartor said the Environmental Planning and Assessment 
Bill 2006 will help restore public confidence and ensure council delays don't 
impede economic growth." 
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The Minister uses three statistics to support the planning Bill:- 
1. State wide DA processing times have increased from 44 days in 1999 - 

2000 to 53 days in 2003-2004. 
2. Council's legal expenses have increased from $23 million in 1999-2000 to 

$ 33.8 million in 2003-2004. 
3. Four out of ten councils take longer than 40 days on average to determine 

DAs, with one council taking an average of 160 days. 
 
Proposed Changes 
 

1. Appointment of planning administrators or panels:- 
• This appointment by the Minister can occur where a council: 

- Fails to comply with its planning obligations 
- Unsatisfactory performance 
- Council agrees to the appointment 
- Corrupt conduct 

• The panel or administrator has consent powers or plan making 
powers according to the terms of its appointment and is subject to 
the direction of the Minister other than in determining development 
consents. 

2. Special Infrastructure Contributions: 
The Minister will create special contribution areas within which special 
infrastructure contributions will be applied to new development. 
 
Currently the special contribution areas are defined as the north - west and 
south-west growth centres. 
 
The special infrastructure contributions will be applied to the provision of 
public amenities, public services, affordable housing, regional transport 
upgrades, hospitals and schools. 
 
Special infrastructure contributions will be applied in addition to levies 
applied under Section 94 and Section 94A. 
 
The NSW Government has decided that 75% of the cost of infrastructure 
in the NW and SW growth centres will be funded through the development 
contributions.  The Government sees this policy as "value capture". 

 
3. Section 94 Contribution Plan: 

The Minister may direct a Council to approve amend or repeal a 
Contribution Plan and the Minister may take control of approving, 
amending or repealing the plan if the Council fails to do so following 
direction by the Minister. 

 
4. Development Control Plans: 

The same controls will apply to DCPs as will be applied to Section 94 
Contribution Plans. 
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Commentary 
 
The changes listed are those which may impact on City of Canada bay Council 
and are based on the presumption that they will "reduce delays and costs in the 
assessment of development applications".  Presumably the Minister is of the view 
that by the proposed mechanisms, the State Government can manage the DA 
process more efficiently and more effectively than can Local Government.   
 
The information sheet No. 2 issued by the NSW Department of Planning in 
February 2006 offers the following examples of why the planning administration 
law in NSW needs strengthening:- 
 

a) A recent public inquiry report into one Sydney council said "the council 
was having difficulty carrying out is planning work because of the 
attitudes and actions of some councillors, and lack of communication 
between the elected body and mass of the community". 

 
b) "The NSW Department of Planning has been also closely following the 

activities of some councils that are taking many years to finalise planning 
instruments, including making repeated and often contradictory 
amendments to the draft instrument.  This wastes time and frustrates the 
community." 

 
The changes being built into the legislation amendments include the following:- 
 

a) In making, amending or repealing a Section 94 contribution plan, the 
Minister is not subject to the regulations. 

b) A Section 94 plan made, amended or repealed by the Minister is not 
subject to appeal 

c) Development Contributions imposed by the Minister as special 
infrastructure contributions are not subject to Appeal. 

d) In making, amending or repealing a DCP, the Minister is not subject to the 
regulations. 

e) The Minister is not bound by the requirement that there be only one DCP 
per Local Government area. 

f) An appeal against a decision of a planning administrator or panel on a DA 
is an appeal against the council. 

g) A planning administrator or panel does not need to conduct its business at 
public meetings unless directed to do so by the Minister. 

 
It can be seen that despite the criticism of Councils for their performance on DAs, 
DCPs and LEPs, the Minister has seen fit to change the rules to avoid complying 
with the regulations under which Local Government is required to operate. 
 
The Minister is not changing the Act or regulations to assist the performance of 
Local Government.  In the future there performance of Local Government as 
opposed to that of an appointed panel or administrator will always appear in an 
unfavourable light because there will be two different sets of rules applying.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 
As a result of high parking demand due to vehicles associated with parking at 
Concord Hospital and concerns raised by residents in this area, parking studies 
have been carried out in the streets surrounding the Concord Hospital.  Residents 
in streets surrounding Concord Hospital have raised issues related to high usage of 
parking in their streets and have raised the following issues: 
 

• High usage of on-street parking due to activities related to Concord 
Hospital and the Australand development 

• Request for introduction of resident parking scheme eg 2 hour parking. 
• Request for major development sites such as Concord Hospital to provide 

more parking for their use. 
• Introduction of a parking strategy for the area. 

 
REPORT 
 
Public Consultation 
 
Extensive public consultation was undertaken regarding possible parking 
solutions with the aim to reduce the on-street parking impact to the residents of 
Concord West. The consultation included face to face meeting with residents, 
letters to residents with five (5) proposals and a public workshop which was held 
at the Rhodes Community Centre on 16 February 2006.  
 
Four hundred letters were sent out to all residents in Concord West advising 
residents of five (5) parking options. The majority of residents responding to the 
survey favoured a sixth option, which was proposed by a group of residents, 
favouring a Residents Permit Parking Scheme for all the streets in Concord West. 
Another residents group mainly from Loch Maree Pde did not agree with this 
proposal but favoured other options which mainly aimed to assist them to enter 
and exit their driveways more conveniently. Other residents (ex Boronia Street) 
favoured the existing situation. From the 400 letters sent out to residents 248 
submissions were received. From these submissions 203 preferred the option put 
up by the group of residents favouring Resident Parking and the remaining 
favoured one of the five suggested by Council options. It should be noted that 
some submissions showed preference to more than one option. Specifically, 18 
submissions preferred the 2-hour parking restrictions in some streets and 16 
submissions showed preference to the ‘do nothing’ option.      
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At the latest Community Consultation Exercise present were 93 residents who 
signed the attendance form and approximately another 15 people (who did not 
record their names). Participants were asked to write down the solutions that 
would be applicable to their streets. It should be noted that there was not 
agreement among all residents about the potential solutions that could be applied.  
 
Australand highlighted that the offices within their development were leased to 
businesses with a certain amount of parking spaces provided accordingly (a figure 
of 1,825 car spaces with approximately 4,000 workers in the total development 
was quoted by Australand). What and how the lessees (or businesses) manage 
their parking spaces was up to the businesses and not Australand. 
 
The General Manager of Concord Hospital spoke about the future development 
proposal by the Hospital that will see 175 car spaces being accommodated on site. 
Discussion regarding a multi-storey car park and underground car parking facility 
possibilities on the hospital site were raised by residents in the process. It was 
mentioned that State Government policy and funding issues made it difficult for 
the Hospital to manage development or its impact. 
 
At the public meeting it was agreed that Council in the short term aims to progress 
the matter by undertaking the following short term actions: 
 

• Meeting with Concord Hospital and Australand to discuss specific 
remedies particular to each site. 

• Discussing with the RTA the issue of Resident Parking Permits in order to 
obtain a consistent response for the RTA. 

• Preparing a report for Council, which will include potential solutions and a 
strategic approach to the parking issues at Concord West. 

 
The attached Community Consultation Report summarises the results of the 
community workshop held on 16 February 2006. Following the public meeting, 
Council at its meeting on 7 March 2006 resolved: 
 
THAT to address the concerns of residents in the vicinity of Concord Hospital in 
relation to excessive carparking in residential streets, the Mayor write to the 
Minister for Health requesting options for the Hospital to improve parking for 
staff and visitors to the Hospital to reduce the parking demand on residential 
streets. 
 
Other Traffic Issues Raised By Residents 
 
During the public consultation process residents raised issues related to traffic 
issues, specifically they stated that the intersection of Fremont Street and Hospital 
Road is dangerous due to the speed of vehicles and vehicles are speeding in other 
streets in the area, such as Fremont Street. Also the residents stated that it was 
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difficult to enter and exit their properties due to cars parked close to the 
driveways. 
 
Council carried out traffic volumes speed and accident survey in Hospital Road 
and speed and volume survey in Fremont Street. The surveys showed the 
following. 
 

• There were no accidents recorded at the intersection of Hospital Road and 
Fremont Street (5-year survey provided by the RTA) 

• The Traffic Volumes in Hospital Road recorded were 6324 per day with 
324 vehicles per morning peak 

• The Traffic Volumes in Fremont Street recorded were 1673 per day with 
170 vehicles per morning peak 

• The 85% traffic speed in Hospital Road recorded was 47.5 km/hour 
• The 85% traffic speed in Fremont Street recorded was 50.4 km/h 

 
The above surveys showed that the above streets carry volumes in accordance 
with their functions and in relation to Fremont Street the traffic volumes are on 
the lower end of the scale for residential streets. This is mainly due to the fact that 
there is no turnover of parking during the day; therefore the majority of 
movements are due to residents trips to and from work or trips of parkers in the 
above streets. 
 
In relation to the recorded speeds, they are within the default speed limits of the 
above streets (50 km/ hour) therefore, based on the above surveys they do not 
require physical treatments such as speed humps, slow points etc. 
 
Although that is the case two options were suggested to residents regarding 
treatment of the intersection of Hospital Road and Fremont Street, which included 
‘squaring off’ the intersection with traffic islands to allow improvement sight 
distance improvements for drivers or a second option which includes a 
roundabout. 
 
Due to the low speeds and restrictions to pedestrians who wish to cross the road at 
the intersection of Hospital Road and Fremont Street the preferred option is   
‘squaring off’ the above intersection by implementing traffic islands on all 
approaches of the intersection.   
 
Assessment and Options/Consideration of Options 
 
It should be realised that parking strategies need to be based on the balanced 
and realistic measures. It is appreciated that residential streets in Concord 
West (study area) are being used by non-residents and this has created a sense 
of constant problem for the residents.  
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT 
 
RPS may cost in the order of $80,000.  Line marking $25,000. 
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RECOMMENDATION 
 
1. THAT the Traffic Committee consider the request by the residents for the 

implementation of RPS permit parking in the Streets of Concord West as 
shown by the study map where there has been a demand. 

 
2. THAT detail design be prepared to the Traffic Committee regarding 

treatment of the intersection of Hospital Road and Fremont Street. 
 
3. THAT the feasibility of parking meters be examined in Hospital Road 

from Nullawara Avenue to the cul-de-sac and a further report be made to 
Council on this proposal. 

 
4. THAT line marking be carried out by Council at each property’s driveway 

in the streets of Concord West that were included in the parking survey. 
 
Feedback from the Roads & Traffic Authority (RTA), the NSW Police and State 
Member Representative has been received.  Actual copies of the feedback can be 
found in Appendix B. While some of the feedback requires clarification, it can be 
read as support for the recommendations. The State Members office requests that 
some items be held over. In view of this feedback, it is appropriate for Council to 
consider the recommendations as listed above.

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PARKING DATA & ANALYSIS 
 
Gennaoui Consultant has been commissioned to identify the existing peak parking 
situation within the Study Area, bounded by Concord Road (not included), Lock 
Maree Parade, Parramatta River and Moala Street.  The study area also included 
Phoenix Avenue, Harrison Street and part of Killoola Street west of Concord 
Area. 
 
The brief provided to the traffic consultant also required an inventory of all 
available car spaces in each residence within the study area.  The number of on-
street parking spaces in all streets within the study area was counted and 
summarized. (Table 1).  The number of cars parking on-street was recorded 
during the lunch time period.  This period was selected as it coincides with the 
peak parking demand established in previous surveys for the area.  The results of 
this and previous surveys in 1998, 2002 and 2004 are also included in Table 1. 
It should be noted that the previous surveys did not include Moala Street and the 
streets to the west of Concord Road.   
 
The parking surveys showed the following: 
 
On–Street Parking 
 

• Over 600 parking spaces are available on-street within the Study area. 
 
• Since 2002 the occupancy of on –street spaces has considerably increased 

from just over 55 percent to about 89 percent in 2005.  Streets, which have 
been particularly affected, include Killoola Street, Loch Maree Parade, 
Phoenix Avenue Tullock Avenue and Currawang Street. 

 
• This increase in on-street parking could be attributed to the expansion of 

the Hospital and the completion of 4 of the six buildings in the Australand 
site, at the corner of Concord Road with Homebush Bay Drive. 

 
• It is interesting to note that parking spaces in streets west of Concord Road 

are well utilised.   
 

• Parking occupancy in Boronia Street exceeds the available number of legal 
spaces.  A number of vehicles were observed parking in the “NO Parking” 
area at the eastern end of the street. 

 
Residential Parking Concord West  
 
The number of car spaces in garages, carports and easily accessible areas on all 
residential properties in the study area was recorded and are detailed in Appendix 
A.  The parking survey showed the following: 
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• There are about 360 dwellings in the Study area which could 
accommodate over 900 spaces on-site as noted in Table 2. 

• Only five (5) residences had no on-street parking in the whole study area.  
A further 26 dwellings appear to only be able to accommodate one (1) car 
on site.  

• About a third of dwellings could accommodate 2 cars on site. 
Over 50 percent of dwellings can accommodate at least three (3) cars on 
site. 
 

 
Major Generators of Parking 
 
Parking conditions at Concord Repatriation General Hospital 
 
Concord Hospital currently has a total of 1,277 parking spaces comprising a main 
car park for about 782 cars used by visitors and staff. Visitors have to pay $5.00 to 
enter this parking area.  This is a decrease of about 480 car spaces since 1998 as 
noted in Table 3. 
 
On the day of survey, some 835 cars were parked in the Hospital Main car parking 
area.  About 100 additional cars could have parked on that day.  Thus the main car 
park could have a capacity of over 900 spaces, and not 782 as advised by the 
Hospital. 
 
The Hospital refuse to give permission to survey the number of cars actually 
parked within its ground.  However, it is obvious that the major reductions in 
parking occurred within the Hospital grounds. 
 
Parking conditions at Australand Development 
 
The Australand Development, situated at the North West corner of Concord Road 
with Homebush Bay Drive, has parking provisions for 1835 cars for tenants of the 
buildings and 20 visitor spaces. 
 
On the day of survey, a considerable number of spaces were not occupied.  The 
property manager for Australand advised that the current supply included the 
parking requirements for two buildings yet to be constructed.  Therefore the 
vacant spaces would be utilised by tenancies of the new buildings. 
 
The existing buildings are occupied by a number of tenancies all of which have 
been allocated a number of car spaces in proportion to their floor area.  Staff with 
no allocated space have to either travel by train or by car; in this later situation, 
they have to park on the surrounding streets, such as Harrison Street, Killoola 
Street, Lock Maree Avenue, Tullock Avenue and Phoenix Avenue. 
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Data from the Department Of Transport 
 
Data obtained by the Department of Transport showed that 1446 trips daily 
originate from Concord West area (Travel Zone 209) and 2612 trips have 
destination Concord West in the same zone. The mode share for persons making a 
trip to Concord West is 83% Private Vehicles (including motorbike and truck and 
12.5 % use public transport. For residents from Concord West traveling to another 
area for work the mode share was 70% Private Vehicle and 21% public transport. 
 
The assessment of residential streets within the study area showed that 
majority (almost all) of residential houses (in the study area) have on-site 
parking. Data was obtained from the Department of Transport which showed 
that: 
 

• Statistics obtained by the Department of Transport showed that the 
average Car occupancy per household is 1.6 vehicles. The parking surveys 
showed that the average number of spaces per property is 2.6 spaces (off-
street). 

 
• The introduction of Resident Parking Schemes (RPS) should be within 

the regulations of guidelines and meet the RTA’s requirements. RTA 
is requested to provide advice on the eligibility of permit parking for 
the streets in Concord West around the Hospital area. 

 
 
PARKING STUDY BACKGROUND 
 

• The expansion of the Hospital coinciding with a major reduction of on-site 
parking spaces and the introduction of paid parking has resulted in 
increases long term parking in the surrounding residential streets. 

 
• The completion of two-third of the Australand development has added to 

this problem, but more particularly on nearby streets west of Concord 
Road. 

 
• Local residents concerned and affected by this intrusion of parking in their 

streets have requested Council to introduce a Resident Parking Scheme 
(RPS). 

 
• Procedures specified in the Permit Parking Manual produced by the RTA 

(latest version are mandatory and must be followed in order to achieve 
approval of new RPS. Eligibility for a resident parking permit includes 
that: 

 
• Resident has no on-site parking or limited on-site parking and also has no 

unrestricted on-street parking available near their premises. 
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• Place of residence could not be reasonably modified to provide on-site 
parking spaces. 

 
It has been established that over 90 percent of dwellings within the study area 
have at least two spaces on-site.  The data from the Department of Transport 
showed an average of 1.6 vehicles per household. 
 
During the survey it was observed that vehicles tend to park in close proximity of 
driveways, making it difficult for vehicles entering and exiting properties to do so 
in safety.  
 
RTA’s Permit Parking Requirements (Legislation) 
 
RTA’s Parking Permit Manual revision 2.1 April 2005 is in accordance with 
 

• Australian Road Rules, October 1999 
• Road Transport (Safety and Traffic Management) Act 1999 
• Road Transport (Safety and Traffic Management) (Road Rules) 

Regulation 1999 
 

It should be noted that the procedures in RTA’s Parking permit Manual are 
mandatory. 
 
Due to clarification issues raised between misinterpretation of information 
provided by the RTA to residents and to Council, Council’s Officers requested 
from the RTA’s Manager Policies and Guidelines (Traffic Management) Mr Bob 
O’Keefe to clarify the information related to permit parking. RTA clarified that 
the following interpretation is correct (e-mail dated Wednesday, 14 December 
2005 4:08 PM). 
 

• That ANY Permit Parking Scheme (PPS) that is implemented and applied 
must be in accordance with the RTA Permit Parking Manual. 

 
• The manual does allow a degree of flexibility to the Road Authority and 

that flexibility is limited to; Council sets the number of permits per 
household for the scheme. There is a maximum limit of 3, but limited to the 
number of spots available on street divided by the number of properties.  

 
• The flexibility that also applies to councils is the interpretation of the 

number of spaces available per property. It is noted here that Council may 
insist that modifications can be made to a property to accommodate 
parking spaces thus reducing the demand for on street parking spaces.  

 
• The maximum number of permits to be issued per household must be off-

set by the available off-street parking.  In other words the number of 
vehicles per household that can be accommodated on site should be 
subtracted from the maximum number of permits that can be issued for a 
property.  
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Concord West – Hospital Precinct Parking Study 

Comments from Traffic Committee Voting Members 
 
 
 
Comments received from NSW Police – Sgt Chris Hill 
 
I have no objection to the recommendations, in principal.  I am of the opinion that 
some streets, in particular Melville and Freemont Streets, are too narrow to allow 
parking on both sides.  I have no objection to the RPS being implemented as long 
as parking is permitted on one side of the streets remains. Should the RTA object 
to the implementation of timed (2hr) RPS, the current unrestricted parking should 
apply. 
 
I agree that treatment options for the intersection of Freemont Street and Hospital 
Road should be investigated. 
 
I have no objection to the road markings for resident’s driveways, should the 
residents want this option.   
 
 
Comments received from RTA – Mr David Chui 
 
The RTA supports Council’s proposal to implement Resident Permit Parking in 
the Hospital Precinct subject to the criteria in the RTA’s Permit Parking Manual 
Version 2.1 April 2005 is adhered. 
 
Based on the survey data provided in Table 1 and Table 2 and a maximum of 3 
resident parking permits (RPP) per household less on-site parking spaces, there is 
a net 421 on-street parking spaces available for all road users.  As most people 
who parked their vehicles on local streets work in the hospital and nearby 
commercial buildings, the scheme will create many parking opportunity in the 
precinct.

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The RTA recommends that Council to conduct random parking surveys to 
determine the percentage of vehicles parked in the precinct/popular streets on the 
same location longer than 4 hours. 
 
 
 
 
 
Comments received from State Member Representative – Mr Wayne 
Erickson 
 
In relation to your special request regarding the Concord West parking item (Item 
3), it is my view that staff recommendation #1 (THAT the Committee and the 
RTA consider the request by the residents for the implementation of RPS permit 
parking in the Streets of Concord West as shown by the study map where there 
has been a demand), is worthy of our full support, and all necessary effort should 
be made to implement a RPS permit parking scheme. My understanding is that the 
RTA guidelines are simply that, and not mandatory, and I believe should therefore 
be waived to permit a scheme to operate which meets the needs of the residents, 
whose needs are paramount in this case.  
 
In relation to Recommendations 2, 3 and 4, it is my view that these require 
detailed consideration, and at any rate rather more than half an hour's uninformed 
glance, and therefore recommend that these matters be held over until the April 
meeting of the Traffic Committee for further discussion.

Project Details: Replace existing play structures with a playground which 
conforms to Australian Standards.

Project: Installation of  Floodlighting on playing field 
2005/2006 grant sought $10,000.  Grant approved $10,000 
Council contribution $78,000 
Total Project Cost: $88,000 
Project Details: Floodlighting of playing field for training purposes. 
 

Two projects submitted by community organisations were also successful in 
obtaining grants. 
 

a) Dobroyd Aquatic Club – grant $6,039 – Provision of two rescue boat 
craft with safety equipment. 

b) Briars at Greenlees Limited – grant $20,000 – Installation of 
floodlights at Greenlees Park.

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ITEM-5 CABARITA SWIMMING POOL MASTERPLAN

REPORT 
 
The Cabarita Olympic Pool is one of two aquatic centres in the City of Canada 
Bay (the other one being the Drummoyne Pool on Henley Marine Drive).  The 
pool is located within Cabarita Park, at the northern end of Cabarita Road, 
Cabarita.  It was constructed in the late 1930’s and remains largely unchanged to 
the present day. 
 
Cabarita Park has been identified as having ‘substantial regional significance’.  It 
occupies a large and prominent position on the Parramatta River and 
accommodates a range of significant functions and activities, including D’Albora 
Marina, a ferry service, several picnic and BBQ areas, childrens’ play areas, 
formal gardens, a historic rotunda, kiosk and restaurant, and Cabarita Swimming 
Pool. 
 
The Park has significant recreation values, including its historic and present role 
as a vantage point for boat races and the opportunities it provides for swimming, 
sailing, picnicking, walking and jogging. 
 
The Park is heavily used at peak times, particularly during major holidays and 
public holiday weekends (totalling about 25 days a year). 
 
The Park has high visual and scenic qualities and a rich social and cultural history.   
The visual qualities include views into the Park (views of ‘high scenic quality’ 
from surrounding foreshores and from the Parramatta River) and views of the 
river from within the Park. 
 
Symbols of the Park’s heritage values include the Bill Beach Memorial obelisk, 
the Federation Pavilion which was moved from Centennial Park, the memorial 
tree plantings (Victory Coppice), Sanders Marina and the Cabarita Pool. 
 
Both the Cabarita and Drummoyne pools have served the Canada Bay (formerly 
Drummoyne and Concord) community for many years with a wide range of 
summer based outdoor aquatic activities.   
 
Upgrading initiatives at Drummoyne Pool since 1995 have included the 
reconstruction of the pool tank, opening of the views from the pool to Iron Cove, 
raising of the pool floor to create a greater shallow water area, improvements to 
change facilities, shade cover over the terraced seating area, construction of the 
Badanura Room on the upper level, redesign of the kiosk and office area, heating 
of pool (solar with gas boosters), and the provision of a lift to access all levels of 
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the facility to aid people with disabilities, the elderly and families with small 
children.  Improvements to the pool have been carried out on a staged basis and 
there has been a significant increase in patronage over recent years. 
 
For some years Council has recognised that the Cabarita Pool has not been 
meeting the full range of contemporary aquatic-recreation and leisure needs, and 
that substantial upgrading is required to ensure its ongoing relevance (to current 
needs) and to ensure its long-term viability and sustainability. Significant issues 
are: 
 

 
- Access does not meet minimum disabled requirements. 

(AS 1428.1 and DDA).  In particular, there is no disabled 
access to the facility and little capacity for wet deck access. 
 

- Existing balance tank is leaking and cannot adequately 
service the existing 50 metre pool. 
 

- New pool plant required as existing facilities are at end 
of life. 
 

- Current concrete tiered seating severely affected by 
concrete cancer requires significant remedial works 
with access steps (rise and run) all varying and not 
meeting the BCA. 
 

- Existing male and female change structures require 
significant repair. 
 

- South-eastern outbuilding and observation balcony 
structurally unsound and requiring demolition. 
 

Cabarita Swimming Pool (originally the Cabarita Coronation Baths) was 
constructed in 1937 and remains substantially unchanged apart from the provision 
of new flush drainage and deck paving (in the late 1980’s) and solar and gas 
boosted heating and a new chlorine tank and water treatment equipment (in the 
1990’s). 
 
The Pool comprises of the following facilities: 
 

1. 50 metre x 6 lane heated outdoor pool and concourse 
2. heated outdoor program pool 
3. heated outdoor toddlers’ pool 
4. spectator seating 
5. grassed picnic areas, seating and child’s play equipment 
6. support facilities (change, kiosk, storage, first aid room) 
7. plant and equipment rooms 
8. managers office, and 
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9. two car park areas shared with park and marina visitors. 
 
The Centre is open to the general public from 1st September to 30th April each 
year.  The solar heating extends the pool season to eight months of the year (from 
the previous six). 
 
During eastern standard time, public access hours are between 6am and 6pm daily 
and 8am to 6pm on public holidays.   During daylight savings, the pool is open 
until 7.30pm Monday to Friday and until 6.30pm Saturdays, Sundays and public 
holidays. 
 
Pool utilisation is relatively low, with visits over the past 3 years averaging 
72,000 per annum.  Around 60% of visits are for lap and recreational swimming, 
28% for aquatic programs and 12% for school groups. 
 
Programs include learn to swim, school learn to swim, squad training, aqua fitness 
and private classes. 
 
The Centre is also a major venue for school swim carnivals during early 
December and all of February.  It is also used regularly by a range of associated 
clubs, including the Cabarita Amateur Swimming Club, the Gladesville Diggers 
RSL Swimming Club, the Concord Triathlon Club, Combined Associated Schools 
water polo, and the Drummoyne Water Polo Club. 
 
The Centre’s future has been the subject of several reports in recent years.  While 
the Centre provides highly valued services, it is dated and aesthetically poor. The 
Centre’s poor architectural quality, together with the opening of several modern 
centres in the region (including the Sydney International Aquatic Centre at 
Homebush) in recent years have weakened its market position considerably. 
 
Despite its age and lack of architectural significance, the Pool is one of Sydney’s 
last remaining saltwater pools and is therefore an important link with the past. 
 
The Centre is utilised by a variety of users from a range of demographics, 
including: 
 

• Recreational swimmers, especially on weekends, after school and on 
school holidays 

• Lap swimmers, particularly before and after work, but also throughout the 
day 

• Seniors, for general exercise and relaxation, particularly during the day 
• Programme participants, particularly infants and children learning to 

swim. 
• Schools for both recreational swimming and school carnivals 
• Clubs, for a variety of uses  
• Family/picnic groups, particularly on weekends utilising the park area 
• Cabarita Park users for kiosk purchases particularly on weekends. 
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Generally, the following facilities and services are offered at the Centre: 
 

• Heated Saltwater Olympic Pool 
• Heated Saltwater Programme Pool 
• Freshwater Solar Heated Toddlers Pool 
• Lap Swimming 
• Recreational Swimming 
• Large grassed picnic area with play equipment 
• School swimming and carnivals 
• Kiosk and swim shop 
 

Cabarita Pool Facilities Appraisal Report (2003, Davis Langdon Australia Pty 
Ltd) 
 
This study was commissioned to identify the physical condition of the Cabarita 
Pool, OH&S risks, Building Code of Australia compliance, critical defects and 
capital improvement requirements. 
 
With respect to physical condition, the Report concluded that: 
 

The main entry/change-room building, whilst outdated in finish and 
facilities, is in serviceable condition albeit in need of increasing 
maintenance and repair.  There is evidence of brickwork fretting and 
peeling of internal paint finishes indicating the presence of moisture in 
masonry walls.  Rust stains on the rendered concrete steps to the east of the 
building indicate that the reinforcing may be corroding. 
 
The two-store building to the south of the main pool is in poor condition 
with evidence of moisture penetration of brick work and substantial 
corrosion of reinforcement seel in concrete slabs.  The roof material should 
be checked for the presence of asbestos.  It is unlikely that this building 
could be economically reinstated to an appropriate operating condition. 
 

BCA Compliance issues included the lack of disability access both to the pools 
and to the amenity facilities associated with the pools, and non-complying exit 
signage, door hardware and balustrade/handrails. 
 
OH&S hazards were identified and found to be mainly due to the age of the 
buildings, the deterioration of building components and a general lack of 
maintenance.  Particular issues included the corrugated fibro roofing materials and 
a slip hazard around the perimeter of the wading pool. 
 
A report by Ninnes Fong, Structural Engineers, on Cabarita Pool identified the 
following issues in respect to the pools and plant: 
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50m Pool 
 
Currently the 50m pool is under filtered with respect to the current NSW Health 
Department requirements, however, water quality looks reasonable and the 
operator has not flagged any major issues.  The gutters however are always 
flooded to the same water level as is in the tiny balance tank at the deep end of the 
pool.  This tiny tank acts as a collection pit for both gutters to flow into and is 
connected directly to the suction sump in the plantroom.  This situation is 
unsatisfactory as it means that the pool pollutants do not skim off but wash 
around in the pool.  The interior of the pool appears to be painted. 
 
Learn to Swim Pool (LTS) 
 
The learn-to-swim pool has filtered water supplied to it from an extension of the 
50m pool central return line which is encased in a thickening along the wall 
nearest the 50m pool shallow end.  The soiled water is picked up in scum channels 
each side of the pool and collected into a pipe that runs the water back to the 
main suction sump. 
 
While the water quality looks satisfactory the scum channels do not skim off 
pollutants as they are substantially flooded. 
 
This pool also does not comply with NSW Health Department requirements, 
however, the operator has had no problems with the pool at this stage.  The pool 
interior is painted.  There are cracks in the pool floor and it leaks. 
 
Plant 
 
The existing plant is very old and on its last legs. While it has produced 
acceptable water over the years, it requires replacement as do its cast iron pipes, 
with a new modern medium rate sand filtration system. 
 
Space for the new LTS pool plant would be allocated in the new plantroom with 
its own suction sump built, and new supply return lines, capped off for now. 
 
Plant Room Building 
 
It is proposed that the existing decayed plantroom building be demolished and a 
new plantroom building designed. 
 
Development of a Masterplan 
 
Recreation Planning Associates and Prior and Cheney Architects were engaged by 
Council to develop Masterplan options for the redevelopment of the Cabarita 
Pool.   
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In the preparation of the Masterplan the following project principles and goals 
were identified as appropriate to the project: 
 

• A masterplan that comprises an aesthetically appealing but simple 
understated development, with minimal impact on views (to and from the 
Parramatta River) and the visual and heritage qualities of Cabarita Park 

• A design that takes full advantage of the site’s visual potential, by 
providing water views from all components of the upgraded facility 

• A design that facilitates the efficient management of the complex (via easy 
entry control, sight lines for supervision, energy efficiency etc) 

• A design that provides an attractive and pleasant river-side locale where 
people will enjoy spending time and which ensures increased use of the 
site 

• A design that optimises synergies between active (swimming, walking) 
and passive (dining, sitting, socialising) pursuits, through the integration of 
upgraded swimming facilities, riverside access (boardwalks) and 
eating/socialising facilities (restaurant and café) 

• A design that increases the diversity of leisure opportunities on the site and 
provides ‘access for all’ 

• A design that promotes a high level of perceived public safety (through 
appropriate pedestrian-scale lighting and signage), consistent with 
Council’s crime prevention strategies 

 
A series of options were presented to Councillors in September 2005.   
Subsequently, an indicative masterplan was prepared which comprised the 
following key elements: 
 

• A restaurant at the southern end of the facility with seating for 
approximately 100 patrons. 

• Upgrade and expand plant areas. 
• Upgrade to the existing administration and café area. 
• Upgrade to toilet/change facilities 
• A new indoor program/leisure pool (demolish existing Learn to Swim 

pool) 
• A potential boardwalk to the marina 
• Upgrade to the existing 50 metre pool 
• Disabled access with hydraulic lift to the lower level 
• Multi-purpose room 
• Improved seating from the “terraces” with shade cover. 

 
A meeting was held at Council on the 15th December 2005 with key stakeholders 
of Cabarita Pool including lap swimmers, representatives of the triathlon, water 
polo and swimming clubs, and the pool operator.  The overall intent of the 
masterplan received broad support.  Attendees were advised that the masterplan 
would be implemented as a staged development, subject to Council endorsement 
and allocation of funds.  
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Proposed Works Stage 1 
 
Given the current physical condition of the pool plant and amenities, and the cost 
involved with their upgrade, it is proposed that the following actions be 
undertaken as part of the Stage 1 upgrade of Cabarita Pool.   
 
Main Entrance Building 
 
The existing building is to be renovated with all facilities to be upgraded.  A 
portion of the southern end of the building will be demolished to allow views 
from Cabarita Park through to Hen and Chicken Bay.  In the first stage of works 
the refurbished building will contain a community room, office, entry, 
administration/café area and male and female amenities.  Subject to a detailed 
assessment, the roofing may need to be replaced. 

 
Community Room  
 
Located at the southern end of the Main Entrance Building the community room 
is accessed directly from the street enabling after hours use by the community.  
The room will contain storage facilities fro groups that use the facilities on a 
regular basis.  The provision of a partition wall ensures the room can be divided 
into two spaces that can be used at the same time or one large space if the need 
arises.  Through the provision of large windows within the existing structure 
groups using the rooms will be able to appreciate views to Hen and Chicken Bay 
and Cabarita Park. 
 
Office  
 
The office will be located between the community room and entry.  Its primary 
function is an administration point for the Manager of the swimming pool. 
 
Entry/Administration and Café  
 
The existing entry and café will be refurbished making it a more open and inviting 
space and focal point to which users will gravitate for their swimming pool needs. 

 
This space also spills out onto a deck which overlooks the swimming pool and 
Hen and Chicken Bay.  The combination of glazing on the eastern and western 
sides of this area and the accompanying deck will ensure a visual connection 
between Cabarita Park and the swimming pool. 

 
Male/Female Amenities  
 
Both sets of amenities have been relocated so they both sit together at the northern 
end of the building thus creating a clear distinction between the service areas and 
the community based areas.  Access to the amenities will be via a walkway from 
the deck outside the entry.  This walkway is also able to be accessed from the pool 
deck via two sets of stairs and a wheelchair lift. 
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Seating Areas 
 
As the existing concrete spectator seating is in poor condition with both rises and 
runs at varying levels and exposed areas of concrete cancer.  It is proposed to 
partially demolish the existing seating (install a composite PVC/fibreglass skin in 
order to arrest the degree of concrete cancer); and replace it with spectator seating 
constructed entirely of timber. 

 
The new timber seating will also act as a connection between the existing building 
and the new restaurant building.  A canopy will shade the timber seating area.  

 
The utilisation of timber was determined as appropriate given the need to create a 
softer interface between the two building and the pool deck than was previously 
the case with the concrete steps.  
 
50 Metre Pool 
 
The 50 metre pool will be upgraded along with the plant room and equipment.  
Heating will be installed.   
 
The above measures are essential to address the fundamental issues identified at 
Cabarita Pool in the Davis Langdon and Ninnes Fong reports. 
 
No action is proposed to the Learn to Swim Pool at this stage with a new 
program/leisure pool to be built in the future with its own plant. 
 
The restaurant is not part of the Stage 1 works, however provision can be made in 
the design to accommodate a restaurant at a later date.  
 
FINANCIAL IMPACT 
 
The estimated cost of Stage 1 works is $4,500,000 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
1. THAT the proposed works outlined in the report for Stage 1 in the 

redevelopment of Cabarita Pool be approved. 
 

2. THAT the design and documentation of Stage 1 works be undertaken and 
that a Development Application be lodged as soon as practicable. 

 
3. THAT community consultation be undertaken following the lodgement of 

the Development Application. 
 

4. THAT, subject to DA approval, construction be scheduled to commence 
following the 2006/2007 swimming season. 
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5. THAT funding for the project be provided in the 2006/2007 Capital Works 
Program. 

 
6. THAT other elements of the masterplan not included in Stage 1 be 

completed on a staged basis as funds permit.

ITEM-1 NEW PERMIT PARKING SIGNS  - DRUMMOYNE AREA   
 
REPORT 
 
Council’s new Permit Parking Policy was approved on Tuesday 18 October 2005. 
The reviewed permit-parking scheme is in accordance with the relevant legislation 
covering the Australian Road Rules and RTA's guidelines on Permit Parking, 
which includes the eligibility criteria for issuing the permits. 
 
Council is aiming to operate the new Permits by March 2006, in conjunction with 
the Permit Parking Scheme. Council is currently accepting permits which were 
issued previously. Following the finalisation of procedures and the new permit 
parking scheme, Council will be notifying all eligible permit parking holders on 
how to apply for a new parking permit. 
 
In order to apply the new Policy, and operate the scheme, that reflects Council’s 
new policy, new signposting is required. The new signposting will specify the 
area under which the permit parking scheme applies, for example the East 
Drummoyne Permit Parking area is named AREA 1.   
 
There are 257  total parking signs which are required to be changed in the East 
Drummoyne area from 1, 2 and 4-Hour Parking Residents / Visitors Excepted to 
“1, (2) or (4) - Hour Parking Permit Holders Excepted (Area 1). 
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FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS 
 
There are a total of 257 parking signs at a cost of 13.95 per sign. The supply of 
signs totals $ 3585.15. The total cost including supply and installation is 
approximately $10,000. The works will be funded from Council’s 2005-2006 
Budget.   
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
1. THAT all existing Permit Parking signs in East Drummoyne Area, where the 

Permit Parking Scheme applies for 24 Hours, seven (7) days a week, be 
changed for the hours between 8am – 6pm, Monday – Saturday  

 
2. THAT the new signposting be erected that complies with Council’s Permit 

Parking Policy, the Australian Standards and RTA’s latest Permit Parking 
legislation

2. THAT the new signposting be erected that complies with Council’s Permit 

Parking Policy, the Australian Standards and RTA’s latest Permit Parking 
legislation     

 
 
 
 
ITEM-2 IAN PARADE CONCORD - WIDEN EXISTING 

PEDESTRIAN REFUGE   
 
REPORT 
 
 
In 2003 consultants undertook a road safety audit of the Broughton Street to 
Tennyson Road corridor.  One of the recommendations of the audit was to widen 
the existing pedestrian refuge on Ian Parade adjacent to the intersection with 
Brewer Street. 
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The existing pedestrian refuge is only 1 metre wide, less than the minimum 2 
metres specified by the RTA’s Technical Directions.  Having a pedestrian refuge 
this narrow compromises the safety of pedestrians crossing Ian Parade, as it would 
not be wide enough to accommodate bicycles, wheelchairs or prams. 
 
There is a bus stop adjacent to the refuge on the eastern side of Ian Parade; 
therefore the refuge could not be widened towards the eastern kerb.  Therefore the 
pedestrian refuge could be widened by 1 metre towards the western kerb.  The 
roadway is 12.3 metres wide, meaning it can easily accommodate this. 
 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT the existing pedestrian refuge on Ian Parade adjacent to the intersection 
with Brewer Street be widened by 1 metre as outlined in the report. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
Item is all in order. 
 
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT the existing pedestrian refuge on Ian Parade adjacent to the intersection 
with Brewer Street be widened by 1 metre as outlined in the report. 
 
 
 
 
ITEM-3 CABARITA PARK - NO STOPPING AT PEDESTRIAN 

CROSSING   
 
REPORT 
 
At present there are “No Parking” restrictions in place adjacent to the pedestrian 
crossing in Cabarita Park, on the roadway between Cabarita Wharf and the 
roundabout on Cabarita Road. 
 
In order for the signage to comply with RTA Technical Directions, “No Stopping” 
restrictions must be in place for 20 metres on the approach side of a pedestrian 
crossing, and for 10 metres on the departure side. 
 
It is therefore proposed that “No Stopping” restrictions be installed for 20 metres 
on the approaches to the crossing and for 10 metres on the departure sides of the 
crossing.   
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT “No Stopping” restrictions be introduced in Cabarita Road for a length of 
20 metres on the approaches to the pedestrian crossing and for 10 metres on the 
departure sides of the crossing, on the section of the road that runs from Cabarita 
Wharf to the roundabout at the end of Cabarita Road. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The STA representative stated that there have been a lot of problems along the 
roadway from Cabarita Road to Cabarita Ferry Wharf. 
 
The Council Officer advised that signage has already been ordered & will be 
installed upon delivery. 
 
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT “No Stopping” restrictions be introduced in Cabarita Road for a length of 
20 metres on the approaches to the pedestrian crossing and for 10 metres on the 
departure sides of the crossing, on the section of the road that runs from Cabarita 
Wharf to the roundabout at the end of Cabarita Road. 
 
 
 
 
ITEM-4 BROUGHTON STREET CONCORD - CHANGES TO 

LANE MARKINGS   
 
REPORT 
 
Changes to the existing lane markings are being proposed in Broughton Street, 
Concord between Gipps Street and Crane Street.   
 
Due to the width of the traffic lanes, there are instances of cars driving along this 
section of Broughton Street at high speeds.  There also appears to be some 
confusion amongst motorists as to whether there is one (1) or two (2) traffic lanes 
in each direction.  Near the intersections with Gipps Street and Crane Street there 
are lines to indicate four (4) lanes of traffic for a short section before they fade 
out. 
 
It is therefore proposed that edge lines be marked in Broughton Street to narrow 
the carriageway width to 3.5 metres in each direction as per the attached plan.   
 
This would be effective in reducing vehicle speeds and would reduce confusion 
amongst motorists.   
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT edge lines be installed along both sides of Broughton Street between Gipps 
Street and Crane Street as per drawing no 020604. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The Chair stated that it had been brought to his attention that a pedestrian refuge 
needs to be installed along Broughton Street between Gipps Street and Crane 
Street for children to cross safely. 
 
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION 
 
1. THAT edge lines be installed along both sides of Broughton Street between 

Gipps Street and Crane Street as per drawing no 020604. 
 
2. THAT Council Officers investigate an appropriate location for a pedestrian 

refuge on Broughton Street Concord between Gipps Street and Crane Street. 
 
 
 
 
ITEM-5 KENDALL STREET CABARITA - CONCRETE ISLANDS 

AT INTERSECTIONS   
 
REPORT 
 
The intersection of Kendall Street and Cabarita Road is very wide, with a gentle 
angle of entry for northbound traffic from Cabarita Road.  This results in vehicles 
entering Kendall Street at high speeds. It is proposed that a concrete median island 
is installed in Kendall Street at the intersection with Cabarita Road as per attached 
sketch. 
 
At present there is no traffic control devices to delineate the centre of the road in 
Kendall Street.  This means that some vehicles cross to the wrong side of the road 
when entering Kendall Street from Cabarita Road. A concrete median island 
would ensure that vehicles did not cross to the wrong side of Kendall Street when 
entering from Cabarita Road, and would provide improved pedestrian access.  It 
would also provide a physical barrier that would make the roadway narrower and 
cause motorists to reduce their speed when entering Kendall Street.  Therefore 
reduce vehicle conflict. 
 
It is also proposed that double barrier lines be installed along the centre line of 
Kendall Street, extending back 30 metres from the intersection with Cabarita 
Road. 
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT a concrete median island be installed in Kendall Street at the intersection 
with Cabarita Road, and that BB lines be installed for a distance of 30 metres 
from the intersection. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
The Chair raised the suggestion of squaring off the intersection to make it safer. 
 
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT Council Officers investigate the intersection of Kendall Street with 
Cabarita Road with the aim to improve safety by squaring off the intersection and 
report back to the Traffic Committee. 
 
 
 
ITEM-6 FIRST AVENUE FIVE DOCK - EXTENSION OF BUS 

ZONE   
 
REPORT 
 
Council is proposing to provide an additional Bus Zone in First Avenue outside 
the entrance to Domremy College. 
 
Problems arise when buses arrive between 3.00 and 3.10pm to pick up students 
from the college.  The existing Bus Zone is on the departure side of the pedestrian 
crossing and caters for 2 buses, however it is often the case that 3 or 4 buses are 
waiting outside the school. 
 
An on-site meeting was held on Thursday 8 December 2005 at 3pm with 
Council’s Manager Traffic and Transport, and Council’s Traffic Engineer meeting 
with a representative of Sydney Buses.  Also present were two (2) teachers from 
the College.  It was observed that 4 buses were queued outside the College, with 
the final bus queued partially over the pedestrian crossing. 
 
According to one of the Domremy College staff, this occurred approximately 
three (3) times a week, and presented a danger to students using the pedestrian 
crossing.  At the meeting it was agreed that an additional Bus Zone was required 
on the approach side of the pedestrian crossing.  The Bus Zone would only be 
required during the afternoon peak period. 
 
Council Officers have previously liaised with Sydney Buses and have managed to 
‘stagger’ the arrivals of the buses.  This arrangement was proven to be difficult to 
maintain because the buses attending the school are dispatched from different 
Depots. 
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It is proposed that a 25 metre long Bus Zone be installed on the approach side of 
the pedestrian crossing outside Domremy College in First Avenue.  The Bus Zone 
would commence from where the 20 metre long “No Stopping” zone adjacent to 
the pedestrian crossing ends.  The Bus Zone restrictions would only apply 
between 2.45pm and 3.15pm on school days, and parking would be unrestricted at 
all other times. 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT a 25 metre long “Bus Zone 2.45pm-3.15pm School Days” be installed in 
First Avenue outside Domremy College, commencing 20 metres to the east of the 
pedestrian crossing. 
 
DISCUSSION 
 
Item is all in order. 
 
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT a 25 metre long “Bus Zone 2.45pm-3.15pm School Days” be installed in 
First Avenue outside Domremy College, commencing 20 metres to the east of the 
pedestrian crossing. 
 
 
 
 
ITEM-7 WEST STREET FIVE DOCK - CHANGES TO PARKING 

RESTRICTIONS   
 
REPORT 
 
Council is proposing to alter the existing parking restrictions that front Five Dock 
Public School in West Street.  At present there are “P 5 minute 8am-9am, 2.30pm-
3.30pm School Days”, and “No Parking 9am-2.30pm, 3.30pm-6.30pm School 
Days” restrictions in place along this section of West Street. 
 
The existing parking restrictions are confusing to motorists due to the amount of 
information on the signs.  Also, there is little difference between 5 minute parking 
restrictions and No Parking restrictions.  Both types of parking restrictions are 
effective in areas where school children are being picked up and dropped off. 
 
It is therefore considered that the existing parking restrictions should be replaced 
by “No Parking 8am-6.30pm Mon-Fri”.  This will allow parents to pick up and 
drop off their children outside the school.  It will also prevent vehicles parking on 
this section of West Street during the day, which is necessitated by the narrow 
road width.

REPORT 
 
Council has received a request for a disabled parking space outside 9 Lavender 
Street, Five Dock.  The resident is elderly and housebound and has a mobility 
parking permit. 
 
The property does not have off-street parking and there is a high demand for on-
street parking in the area, due mainly to the car smash repair and car dealers at the 
southern end of the street. 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
1. THAT a 6 metre long disabled parking space be installed in front of 9 

Lavender Street, Five Dock. 
 
2. THAT Council write to the applicant explaining that; The disabled parking 

space is not solely for their use and can be used by any person that has a 
disabled parking sticker on their car and that Council reviews the disabled 
parking spaces every 12 months. 

 
DISCUSSION 
 
NSW Police Sgt Chris Hill  does not support the recommendation as a check with 
RTA records reveal that the occupant of 9 Lavender Street does not hold a NSW 
drivers licence, nor do they have a vehicle registered to that address.

THAT the disabled parking space at 9 Lavender Street Five Dock not be 
approved. 
 
 
 
ITEM-2 GARFIELD STREET, FIVE DOCK - TAXI ZONE 

RELOCATION   
 
REPORT 
 
At the Council Meeting of 15 March 2005 it was resolved: 
 
THAT Council give consideration to the moving of the Taxi Rank further back 
from Great North Road and Thompson Lane, to the area in front of the Five Dock 
Library between the Supabarn loading dock and Thompson Lane. 
 
The current Taxi Rank in Garfield Street is approximately 13 metres long and 
ends only 14 metres from the traffic signals at the intersection with Great North 
Road.  This only leaves room for 2 to 3 vehicles to queue in the left hand lane in 
Garfield Street, while waiting at the traffic signals to turn left into Great North 
Road.  This causes delays and frustration for vehicles wishing to enter Great 
North Road from Garfield Street.  It also causes delays for the taxi’s as they have 
to wait for the traffic to clear before they can pull out from the kerb. 
 
If the Taxi Zone were to be moved from its present location and replaced with 
“No Stopping” restrictions, this would greatly improve traffic flow and efficiency 
at the intersection.  It is proposed to move the Taxi Zone 30 metres west of its 
present location, which would be in front of Five Dock Supabarn Development.  
This section of Garfield Street in front of the Supabarn building, which includes 
Five Dock Library currently has “1P 8.30am-6.30pm Mon-Fri, 8.30am-12.30pm 
Sat” restrictions in place over a distance of 42 metres, approximately 7 parking 
spaces. 
 
It is proposed that the relocated Taxi Zone would take 12 metres of this area, 
leaving 30 metres of time restricted parking, or 5 parking spaces.  The proposed 
changes would result in a loss of 2 parking spaces. 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT further to Council’s resolution at its meeting of 15 March 2005, it is 
recommended that the Taxi Zone in Garfield Street be moved 30 metres west of 
its present location, and that the existing Taxi Zone be replaced by “No Stopping” 
restrictions.  The new Taxi Zone is to be 12 metres long, and would be adjacent to 
the entrance of Five Dock Library. 
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DISCUSSION 
 
NSW Police Sgt Chris Hill  has no objections to the recommendation.  However, 
it should be noted by the Committee that this location is where the garbage bins 
for the residents of 4-12 Garfield Street are placed for collection on a weekly 
basis.  Anywhere up to 50 garbage bins are piled directly where the proposed Taxi 
Zone is to be placed.  This may cause problems with Taxi’s parking before/ whilst 
the Council Waste Management personnel are emptying the bins. 
 
The RTA representative had no objections to this request. 
 
Pending comments from State Member Representative. 
 
COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT further to Council’s resolution at its meeting of 15 March 2005, it is 
recommended that the Taxi Zone in Garfield Street be moved 30 metres west of 
its present location, and that the existing Taxi Zone be replaced by “No Stopping” 
restrictions.  The new Taxi Zone is to be 12 metres long, and would be adjacent to 
the entrance of Five Dock Library.

REPORT 
 
Council is proposing to stage a promotional event on Jellicoe Street near the 
intersection with Majors Bay Road on Sunday 9 April 2006.  This will be a 
children’s event with some entertainment, a stage for a hat parade and prize 
giving. 
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It is proposed to close Jellicoe Street to traffic at Majors Bay Road between the 
hours of 8am and 2pm, with the section of Jellicoe Street between Majors Bay 
Road and the lane that runs behind Majors Bay Road to be used for the event.  
Traffic cannot enter Majors Bay Road from Jellicoe Street, so only traffic 
attempting to enter Jellicoe Street from Majors Bay Road will be affected. 
 
TRAFFIC MANAGEMENT PLAN 
 
A. Description or detailed plan of proposed measures. 

See attachment for traffic control plan. 
 
B. Identification and impact of proposed measures. 

The closure will result in the loss of approximately 6 parking spaces in the 
parking area in Jellicoe Street.  Residents of Jellicoe Street are the only 
people who would need to access the street, and they can easily do so via 
surrounding streets. 

 
C. Measures to ameliorate the impact of re-assigned traffic. 

Local traffic wishing to enter Jellicoe Street from Majors Bay Road will be 
diverted via Gallipoli Street and Warbrick Street. 

 
D. Assessment of public transport services affected. 

Public transport services will not be affected by the closure. 
 
E. Details of provision made for emergency vehicles, heavy vehicles, cyclists 

and pedestrians. 
Emergency vehicles will be able to access the site from the eastern end of 
Jellicoe Street via Warbrick Street.  There should be no need for heavy 
vehicles to access Jellicoe Street during the event.  Cyclists and pedestrians 
will not be affected by the event. 

 
F. Assessment of effect on existing and future developments with transport 

implications in the vicinity of proposed measures. 
The temporary closure will have no impact on existing and future 
developments. 

 
G. Assessment of effect of proposed measures on traffic movements in 

adjoining Council areas. 
No impact 

 
H. Public consultation process. 

Council will inform affected businesses and residents of the closure. 
 
 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT the proposed closure at Jellicoe Street Concord be approved subject to the 
following: 
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a) That the proposed closure be approved for Sunday 9th April 2006 between 

the hours of 8am and 2pm. 
 
b) The roadway be closed in accordance with Australian Standard 1742.3-

2002 with proper barricades and traffic controls. 
 
c) A 4 metre clear of obstruction section of the road be provided to allow for 

emergency vehicle access. 
 
d) Contact the Local Police, Fire Brigade and Ambulance Services to inform 

them of the proposed closure and provide them with the Traffic 
Management Plan (TMP). 

 
e) Surrounding residents and/or businesses be notified and access to their 

properties should not be obstructed at any time.

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ITEM-7 VICTORIA ROAD DRUMMOYNE - PROPOSED BUS 

LANES

REPORT 
 
The RTA is currently considering the introduction of Clearways along Victoria 
Road both the AM (6.00- 10.00) and PM (3.00-7.00) during peak periods between 
Gladesville Bridge and The Crescent, Rozelle. 
 
For this purpose a letter has been received from RTA’s Director, Traffic and 
Transport on 16 January 2006 requesting Council’s views in relation to this 
proposal and states that RTA would be prepared to work closely with Council to 
address this issue. 
 
Victoria Road is a State Road under the jurisdiction of the RTA carrying 
approximately 90000 vehicles per day (RTA’s Traffic Volume Data 2002). 
During weekday peak hours approximately 6000 cars travel through Victoria 
Road and during Saturdays there are approximately 5500 vehicle movements. 
There are three traffic lanes in either direction with a central median island. 
Between Iron Cove Bridge and Gladesville Bridge, the traffic signal controlled 
intersections along Victoria Road are: Victoria Road and Park Avenue, Victoria 
Road and Day Street, Victoria Road and Edwin Street, Victoria Road and Lyons 
Road and Victoria Road and Westbourne Street.  
 
Along Victoria Road there are approximately one thousand (1000) bus 
movements per weekdays and around 500 bus movements on Saturdays and over 
300 on Sundays. During weekdays there are more than 160 bus services during 
peak periods (AM and PM).  
 
The very high number of buses along Victoria Road provide an excellent public 
bus service to the CBD, to Five Dock, Concord, Parramatta and to the north of 
suburban centres including St Leonard’s, Ryde and the Macquarie University 
shopping and retail area.    
 
In Victoria Road, from Iron Cove Bridge to Lyons Road West, there are 
approximately 40 businesses on both sides that will be affected by the proposed 
Clearways along Victoria Road. Currently there are 30 parking spaces on the east 
side and 36 on the eastern side, which will be affected. These spaces are 
signposted as ½ parking, and AM or PM clearways.  There are 6-10am and 3-7pm 
parking restrictions north of Lyons Road. 
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Although there are a number of off-street parking spaces in the surrounding area, 
and two Car Parks off Formosa Street, these are at a premium and the demand is 
high.  
 
The implementation of Clearways during Morning and afternoon peaks in 
Victoria Road although are not expected to affect the residents, they will affect the 
businesses in the area, therefore consultation is required to take place between 
RTA, Sydney Buses and businesses along Lyons Road. 
 
RECOMMENDATION 
 
THAT the Roads and Traffic Authority and Sydney Buses undertake consultation 
with Council and businesses in Lyons Road regarding the proposal to implement 
Clearways in Victoria Road.
