Renewing Rhodes recognised

The 
reasons for the refusal of the application 
by Department of Planning and 
Infrastructure were:

•	�The proposal would 
result in unacceptable 
land use conflict and 
amenity impacts

Harbour Catchment) 2005 in particular 
aims 1(d) andv 2(a) to (c)

•	� The proposal is not in the public 
interest.

Council reaffirmed its commitment to 
continue to support the residents and 
community views on maintaining the 
existing amenity of Kendall Bay and fight 
to keep it an open and accessible bay, 
to be enjoyed by everyone and will be 
investigating all its options to ensure this 
happens.
