What is NAIDOC Week?
NAIDOC stands for National Aboriginal and Islander 
Day Observance Committee. NAIDOC week is now an 
initiative of the National NAIDOC Committee and sup-
ported by the Australian Government. 

‘NAIDOC Week provides an opportunity for Indigenous 
and non-Indigenous Australians to join together to 
recognise the valuable contribution Indigenous people 
have made to this country.’  The Minister for Indigenous 
Affairs, Jenny Macklin.

As a national event, NAIDOC week celebrates the his-
tory, culture and achievements of Aboriginal and Torres 
Strait Islander peoples. It is also an opportunity for 
all Australians to celebrate our Australian indigenous 
culture, the world’s oldest continuing culture, and its 
survival.

Local events are held around the country throughout 
NAIDOC week offering access to a diverse range of 
activities which recognise and support local Aboriginal 
and Torres Strait Islander communities.

NAIDOC is held annually in the first full week of July.
